7. The school’s mission statement is on our website.

8. The school’s mission statement is on our promotional materials.

9. The majority of the school’s formal communications have it either on the letterhead or within the text as we believe it is essential to share our mission as we communicate. 

10. The mission of our school is shared within the all staff meeting at the beginning of each school year.

11. The mission statement of our school is often the center of our devotional openings for concerts, programs and other gatherings. 
12. Administration shares the mission of our school as they visit surrounding congregations and share the mission and ministry of our school.
