COMMUNITY

1. Write a brief history of the school:

As Zion Lutheran Church was founded in 1857, our first Pastor Kahmeyer taught the few Children of school age in his own home and later in the church building. In the late 1850's and early 1860's, public schools had not yet been established in this area. Our first school house then was the first church which served also as a school room from 1863 to 1880, and after the second church was erected, the first church was used only as a school room. After 1866 the teachers would also live in the school with a room partitioned off at one end of the school. In 1882 state recommended textbooks were introduced.

In 1887 the congregation moved to build a new school. The cost for the building was $1,175.50. One teacher handled all the children, sometimes over 90 in number. In 1925 it became necessary to add a second classroom. This building remained our school until 1954. In 1951 a church planning committee started working on preliminary plans for a new church and school. Ground breaking took place on April 12, 1953. Unfortunately, the church built in 1880 was destroyed by fire on March 10, 1954. The new church and school were dedicated on June 6, 1954. In 1955, the Zion Education League was formed. In 1969 busing of our school children began. In October 1972, Zion hired the first regular cook for the school lunch program. On August 20, 1978, the new school addition comprised of the kindergarten room and first through third grade room was dedicated. In 1980 nursery/preschool was started. 

With the commencement of school in the fall of 2000, one additional full-time teacher was added as well as a part-time special education teacher. For the 2003 - 2004 school year kindergarten went from a half day to a full day program three days a week. In 2005 the kitchen and bathroom remodel plan was begun and was completed shortly there after. In 2009 the kindergarten program expanded to a full day program five days a week. SMART boards were installed in every classroom in 2010. We praise God for all these blessings and so much more.

2. Describe the community surrounding the school:

Zion Lutheran Church and School is located in Benton Township approximately four miles southwest of the town of Cologne, Minnesota. The community surrounding Cologne is mainly agricultural along with various farm-related businesses. Zion is the only Missouri Synod Lutheran Church in Cologne. Cologne is a very rural area but is connected to larger cities via the 212 highway which runs right through Cologne.

3. List other significant information/factors that affect your school, its population, and environment.

Many of our members are older and on budgets. Limited employment is found in Cologne, but many seek employment in neighboring communities or in the Twin Cities. The vast majority of our children go to day-care when school is out, are old enough to stay home alone until mom and dad get home from work, or have brothers and/or sisters at home to look after them. Our community and church populations have relatively stayed stable as well as our school enrollment.
