VARSITY COACH AND ASSISTANT COACH MARTIN LUTHER HIGH SCHOOL

JOB DESCRIPTION
The position is located at Martin Luther High School-- Northrop Minnesota. The varsity coach and assistant coach is responsible for developing and maintaining a Christ directed successful sports program keeping in mind the athletic statement of MLHS—“Athletics at Martin Luther High School are an extension of our mission to young people: helping them develop their talents, compete with true sportsmanship and lead active Christian lives proclaiming Christ in all they do.”

Primary Duties:

The varsity coach will work under the primary direction of the athletic director; the assistant coach works under the direction of the varsity coach and each thereby the MLHS board of directors, will perform all duties inherently expected of a coach. The following duties are not all-inclusive but are mandated by this position.

As Varsity Coach 

 Lead a Christian life that by example sets the standard for your team.

 Maintain a Christian atmosphere during practice, travel and game situations.

 In the spirit of Christian love; teach the skills of the game, promote team concept, support, motivate and engage each student athlete as a valued member of the team.

 In the spirit of Christian love; discipline appropriately when required, immediately address any issues that are contrary to the philosophy of MLHS or team concept.

 Dress appropriately and assure the team dresses appropriately on game days as representatives of MLHS.

 Conduct Parent/Athlete meetings prior to the start of the season explaining fully what is expected of student athletes. 

 Conduct locker-room team meetings before and after all games closing with prayer.

 Establish and maintain a good rapport with officials and other varsity coaches in the conference.

 In the interest of future team development obtain a list of prospective athletes in your sport attending grades 5-8 of the area Lutheran grade schools from the development director, send mailings twice per year. Make a concerted effort to attend tournaments in your sport hosted by the area Lutheran grade school especially those held at MLHS; use this as an opportunity to contact these athletes encouraging them to come and play for the Knights. Goals for these efforts are to be discussed and set in advance with the athletic director. Report the specifics of these efforts to the development director so it can be forwarded to the MLHS board of directors or the varsity coach is encouraged to make their own report written or in person to the MLHS board of directors.

 Obtain and distribute information on athletic camps in your sport to student athletes.

EEO and Civil Rights Responsibilities

The varsity coach is responsible for knowing and supporting equal opportunity and civil rights policies; performing assigned duties in full compliance with the letter and spirit of equal opportunity and civil rights laws and regulations; assuring bias-free written and oral communications; respecting and valuing differences of student athletes, coaches, officials and parents

Knowledge Required

The varsity coach is expected to have a thorough understanding of their sport, an ability to organize and carry out effective practice sessions, the desire and ability to communicate appropriately with the athletic director and student athletes, and a thorough knowledge of the rules as laid out by the Minnesota State High School League.

Supervision

The varsity coach and assistant are expected to act largely independently. The athletic director will meet with the varsity coach and assistant coach prior to the start of season, at the mid point, and at the end of the season.
